In 2006-2007, students participated in the province-
wide assessment of Grade 9 Mathematics.  The 
assessment which consisted of tasks, short-answer 
items and multiple choice questions took place over 
several days at the end of the academic and applied 
Grade 9 math courses.  The Ontario Ministry of 
Education has established Level 3 achievement as 
the provincial Standard and identifies a high level 
of achievement of the provincial expectations.  In 
the Grade 9 Academic Assessment, 89% of WCSS 
students achieved a Level 3 or Level 4….giving us 
the highest rate in the Ottawa Carleton District 
School Board.  Our Grade 9 Applied have once 
again placed in the top 10 in the Board.

Editor of Esprit De Corps paid tribute to Anthony Rusk, a Canadian soldier recently 
returned from duties in Afghanistan; Anthony Rusk’s 95 year old grandfather, Noel 
Wood, a veteran of the Battle of Monte Casino and the Liberation of Germany in World 
War II; and last year’s distinguished honorary veteran, World War II painter Robert S. 
Hyndman. Other guests, including Trustee Lynn Scott, Jennifer Baldelli, Robert Dupuis 
and George Barnhill laid wreaths on behalf of the Ottawa-Carleton District School Board, 
the West Carleton Legion and the Canadian War Museum.  
 
This year, the Canadian War Museum graciously agreed to loan the World War I painting 
entitled “ In The Trenches”  by one of the great Canadian Group of Seven artists, A.Y. 
Jackson.

A “Post Secondary Cheat Sheet”  has been distributed to all 
students outlining important dates, websites, and reminders. 
 
University Applicants 
 
Students planning to apply to an Ontario university next year have been briefed on the 
research and application process. A degree locator chart as well as other important 
information and links can be found at www.electronicinfo.ca. 
 
Students are anxiously awaiting their official PIN numbers from the Ontario Universities’  
Application Centre (OUAC), which will allow access to the application website.   
Students will be notified via the announcements as soon as the PIN numbers arrive.   The 
deadline for students to submit completed on-line applications to the OUAC is January 9, 
2008.   Links to the online application, tutorial and most up to date program information 
can be accessed at  www.ouac.on.ca. 
 
Students planning to apply to a university out of province should check the university 
website for application information and make an appointment with a Guidance Counselor 
for further information. 
 
College Applicants 
 
Students applying to college have received a copy of the Ontario College Find a Program 
Guide and may pick up an Ontario College Reference Guide now in Student Services.   
The deadline for applying in order to be considered on an equal basis with all other 
applicants is February 1, 2008.   The application will be completed on-line at 
www.ontariocolleges.ca .   Students can search for programs of interest and find useful 
links about budgeting for college, study skills, careers, scholarships, financial assistance 
and much more. 
 
Many students interested in exploring a college program took advantage of a field trip on 
October 26th to Algonquin College on Woodroofe Avenue.  Students were able to take a 
campus tour including residences, sit in on some classes and meet with students, faculty 
and other staff to answer any questions they may have had about student life, programs or 
admissions.   Also available at the Open House were kiosks staffed by representatives 
from the other 22 Ontario colleges to give students the opportunity to explore and 
compare programs available there. 
 



Colleges are starting to offer applied degree programs which are unique and distinct from 
a university program.   They offer the best of both worlds - the technical and practical 
strengths of a college education, and the theoretical foundations of a bachelor’s degree.   
Consult college websites or calendars for details and program requirements.

There is no denying that post secondary education is expensive.   Scholarship 
opportunities with varying deadlines are presented on an ongoing basis throughout the 
school year.

Another great website is www.canlearn.ca, providing information on costs, budgeting and 
paying for post secondary education as well as links to other useful information. 
 
Students are reminded to check the scholarship binder and bulletin board regularly for 
new opportunities.    Frequently, parents’  employers, unions, and club affiliations offer 
scholarships/ bursaries as well.   Student’s requiring financial assistance should also 
check out http://osap.gov.on.ca  for loans, scholarships and bursaries offered by the 
province of Ontario.  A new web portal, ontario.ca/newOSAP, is available where students 
may obtain estimates of loan eligibility.

We will be holding commencement ceremonies on June 25th, 2008 for all graduating 
students.  Please mark your family calendar if you have a student who will be finishing 
their high school career this year.

Attendance 
Regular and punctual attendance is a key factor in student success.  Please help your son 
or daughter to establish personal habits and time management skills that support regular 
and punctual attendance.  Students are provided with school bus transportation that gets 
them to school safely and on time.  If you or your student chooses an alternate means of 
transportation, please ensure that it respects the school’s timetable.  When a student is 
going to be absent for any reason, please call the school at 832-2773 prior to 7:30 of each 
day of absence.    



 
Students Who Dr ive 
While all students are encouraged to use the school bus provided to them, some families 
find it more convenient for students to drive.  Any student who drives to school must 
register all cars in the main office and must display the parking permit in the front 
window of the car.  Students may not use the car as a site for social gatherings.  Students 
may not transport other students without express permission of the parents (both their 
own and the other student’s parent).  Students must obey all rules of the road and follow 
all signage.  Students who abuse the privilege of parking will have that privilege revoked.   
 
Assessment and Evaluation – Exams – Academic Integr ity 
Assessment and evaluation are critical to student learning and classroom program.  
Students are expected to submit work as required by teachers and to be present and 
participating in assessment and evaluation activities.  Please do not plan holidays, events 
or other absences during evaluation, and most particularly during exam period (January 
24 – 31, inclusive and June 16 – 23, inclusive).  Academic integrity is highly valued at 
West Carleton and students who submit plagiarized work, who share work with others 
inappropriately, or who commit academic fraud are deemed not to have performed the 
evaluation task and therefore cannot be evaluated on the work.   
 
 
Valuables 
All students are provided with a locker for their exclusive use during the school year.  
This locker must be locked with a combination lock and the combination provided to the 
main office.  Students must not share lockers and should not share combinations with 
other students.  Please encourage your student to leave valuables (MP3, cell phones) at 
home to ensure security of these possessions.  While it is a rare occurrence, there have 
been items that have been lost from backpacks left in hallways, change rooms and other 
areas in the school, included both locked and unlocked lockers.  While we investigate and 
follow up on every item, the school is not responsible for lost or stolen items. 
 
 
Electronic Devices 
Telephones, MP3 players and other digital and electronic devices cannot be used during 
class time.  These devices are disruptive to everyone and hold the potential for being used 
inappropriately.  Anyone using such devices during class will have the item confiscated, 
may be required to serve detentions, etc.  Repeated occurrences will result in escalated 
disciplinary action.   
 
Safe Schools Act 
Please be advised of recent legislation, taking effect in February 2008 that will address 
the issues of bullying and cyber-bullying.  The legislation prohibits bullying in any form 
and charges the school with the responsibility to deal with any instances that impact the 
school or students in the school, whether or not the acts take place on school property or 
during the school day.  There is absolutely no tolerance for bullying that impacts West 
Carleton students.

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Teens need a booster for tetanus and diphtheria vaccines ten years after the 
preschool booster, usually between 14 and 16 years of age. This vaccine is 
mandatory in Ontario and is provided free to all students.  

The vaccine recommended for adolescents is called Adacel. This vaccine has 
added protection against whooping cough, or pertussis.  

Whooping cough still frequently occurs in Ontario. The Canadian Pediatric 
Society reports that more and more teenagers are getting whooping cough. In 
teenagers, whooping cough can be mild (a bad cough) or can be a severe cough 
that causes shortness of breath, weight loss due to difficulty eating, and vomiting. 
These symptoms can cause sleep disruptions, fatigue, and missed days at 
school. Severe coughing spells can last for 2 to 3 weeks, and the illness can last 
from 6 to 12 weeks. For more information on whooping cough and on the 
vaccines routinely given to teens, see the following website:

Ontario students are required to have up to date immunization,  
including the booster dose for tetanus and diphtheria.  
To avoid any suspensions from school, make sure to update  
the student’s record with Ottawa Public Health.
